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Just a word about Churches in particularé. 

Antique Churches can be very complex to rescue. The best fate for the building is for it to stay in its original community and 

remain in its original service. Sometimes the building can remain in its original location and be happily re-purposed so that it 

can go back into service with a new mission. 

However, sometimes a church, beloved as it may be, is no longer able to be served and supported by its congregation.  It is 

often a difficult, heartfelt issue to resolve, when the community can no longer project being able to afford the repairs and 

maintenance that will keep the building in the condition it will demand for survival. And yet, it is so difficult for a 

congregation to let go of a building that has held such high meaning in their lives.  Many of the churches shown here are 

already dismantled and in storage.  Some are still standing and available.  A very few are clearly in grave danger of someday 

not securing the maintenance they will need and are in the intelligent care of a congregation that is struggling to keep it.  

Fortunately the stewards and trustees of antique churches are divinely responsible about keeping these beloved buildings in 

fine fettle!

Have the Original Altar Book 

Original Congregation: 22 families of roughly 100 people all furnishings donated are listed in the gift and memorial 

book 

Two box wood stoves were replaced by a wood furnace in the early 1950s 

Oil furnace in 1970 by William Hicks and Sons 

Before the wood furnace was installed, the earth and gravel were removed by a conveyor belt loaned by the Wilson 

family.  As the story goes, while digging, bones were discovered and placed in a box to be later buried in the 

church cemetery. It happened that there was an Indian Burial ground along the front of the property near the 

roadway.  The cemetary has been closed for many years.  In the fall of 1991, two very old grave stones were placed 

in wooden frames. 

        1949  The first electric lights replaced the gas lights.  The gas lights hung down the center of the church and the 

hooks to lower and raise the gas lights are still in the ceiling.  The gas tank sat near the front steps and a torch was 

used to light the lanterns. 

1982  The basement wall under the Bell tower area collapsed  

1990  The old Etey pump Ogan was replaced by a rebuilt Conn Electric Organ 

Friday, July 14, 1991-During a heavy thunderstorm, lightning struck the bell, causing considerable damage to the 

steeple and the electrical system.  Wood pieces from the steeple were thrown to the front of the old Orange Hallo.  

One of the chandeliers at the rear of the church burnt off the ceiling and fell on the old vestry table.The electrical 

switches were all melted. 

1991:  New cedar tongue and groove doors were built using the old latches and frames.  

The exterior architecture of the building has not been changed since the building was originally constructed. 

The old horse sheds were one of the last remaining in the area. 

Tin roof installed at a later date

The 1855 Tyrone Church 
Used as a Union barracks and hospital between1864-65. This historic building measures 40 x 60 by 38 feet in 

height. Both sawn and hewn spruce was used in the frame that has many interesting features. Original flooring, 

stairway, doors, window sash, glass and trim remain inside. Outside detail has changed little. The church is 

standing.

Nave being 35 by 20 feet, and the chancel being 12 by 10 feet 

 
  The finish throughout is artistic and unique, with plaster walls ascending above a dark wood wainscot, matched by 

the exposed support beams of the chancel and nave reaching upward. The original exterior, roof, and walls, were 

wood shingled. The chancel windows were detailed with Gothic heads and mullions as well as being able to open 

the lower sash. Kerosene lamps provided the first light; the wood stove kept the congregation warm. The final 

dimensions of the nave are 35 by 20 feet, and the chancel being 12 by 10 feet. St James was the chosen name for 

the new church.
